WEEK OF PRAYER FOR CHRISTIAN UNITY 
16 MAY – 23 MAY 2010 

 

“You are witnesses of these things”  (Luke 24:48) 

In 2010 the Week of Prayer for Christian Unity takes place in the context of the 100th anniversary of the 

landmark 1910 World Mission Conference. Over 8 days - May 16 to May 23 - including the great feast of 

Pentecost on May 23. 

In 1910 major Protestant denominations and missionary societies, predominantly from North America and 

Northern Europe, sent 1,200 representatives to Edinburgh, Scotland. Although the World Missionary 

Conference convened as a discursive enterprise, a vote was carried to establish a Continuation Committee 

were Commission reports were presented.  In the next few years, members of this committee, under the 

direction of John Mott, headed to India, Burma, Malaysia, China, Korea, and Japan to gather information. 

The work of the Conference was interrupted by World Wars, but later, in 1948, the World Council of 

Churches formed. We therefore have a wonderful opportunity to renew and deepen our relationships in the 

one God in whom we share together through Jesus Christ in the power of the Holy Spirit. This year's theme 

appropriately is You are witnesses of these things’ (Luke 24:48) and we are invited to join purposely in that 

great wave of prayer begun by Jesus himself when he prayed 'that they may all be one... so that the world 

may believe' (John 17:21).  The 2010 resources, adapted for use in Australia, are grounded in the experience 

of the churches in Scotland. 

As we join in prayer this week, we offer fresh encouragement to our churches in Australia to witness to their 

unity in Christ, and to pray and act for the greater visible expression of that unity, not least in the context of 

our shared witness to the love of God in Christ Jesus. Daily prayer and reflections and other materials and

The first Toowoomba Diocesan Gathering took place in 1998 and has occurred every three years since 

then. We have had different formats and different guest presenters as well as having the consistent pastoral 

leadership of Bishop Bill Morris and his teaching. 

This Fifth Diocesan Gathering on June 12th/13th this year will be celebrated and experienced in the 

midst of two momentous happenings: the Diocesan Review in 2009 and the allocation of priests throughout 

the Diocese at Easter 2011.
