Please note three special matters: (A) during the Penitential Rite we will be saying the Confiteor (I confess...) and singing
the Kyrie (Lord Have...; (B) After Communion there will be a period of quiet instead of the usual Song after Communion; (C) When there is
a Special Prayer associated with the RCIA Candidates, there is a sung refrain “Blessed be God”.
